FACILITIES USE AGREEMENT

4. The User shall pay a cleaning deposit in the amount set forth below after the Fire Chief approves this Agreement but before the User engages in any activity in the Facilities. The User is responsible for cleaning the Facility(ies) used and retuning the Facility(ies) to their condition immediately before the User began using the Facility(ies). After the District’s post-activity inspection determines the Facility(ies) used have been returned to their original condition, the deposit will be refunded.

If the User fails to return the Facility(ies) to their original condition, the District will perform the necessary cleaning and charge the User a fee of $100 per hour.
5. The User’s activities shall not interfere with the District’s operations.

6. □  The User will provide a laptop for use of the audio/video system in the Facilities.

□  The User will use a District laptop. The User is responsible for full replacement value of the District laptop if it is lost, stolen, damaged, or otherwise rendered unusable.

7. The User will replace or repair any District property damaged by the User, its guest(s), and/or its invitee(s).
8. Alcohol and illegal drugs are prohibited on the District’s premises and within the Facilities.  
9. Unless the User is a “public entity” as defined in the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. §24-10-103(5), the User will indemnify and defend the District, and its current and former directors, officers, employees, volunteers, agents, and representatives, from any liability, causes of action under any theory of law or equity, claims, demands, damages, costs, and expenses arising from or relating to the User, its guest(s), and/or its invitee(s) entering or exiting the District’s premises or engaging in any activity at the Facilities.  
10. The District, in its discretion, may suspend or terminate, in whole or in part, the User’s use of the Facility(ies) at any time and for any reason, including an emergency requiring the District’s use the Facilities.

11. Nothing in this Agreement is intended, and shall not be construed, as a waiver of the limitations on damages or any of the privileges, immunities, and defenses provided to, or enjoyed by, the District, and its past and present directors, officers, employees, volunteers, and agents under federal or state law, including but not limited to the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, C.R.S. § 24-10-101, et seq.
12. Colorado law governs this Agreement. Jurisdiction and venue shall lie exclusively in the District Court for Garfield County, Colorado. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the Parties, and all prior and contemporaneous conversations, negotiations, possible alleged agreements, representations, covenants, and warranties concerning the subject matter hereof are merged herein. This Agreement may be amended only by a document signed by the Parties. Course of dealing, no matter how long, shall not constitute an amendment to this Agreement. If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, all other provisions shall continue in full force and effect. Waiver of a breach of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of this Agreement. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the Parties and their legal representatives, and successors. The Agreement cannot be assigned. This Agreement is not intended to, and shall not, confer rights on any person or entity not named as a party to this Agreement. In any dispute arising from or relating to this Agreement, the prevailing Party shall be awarded its reasonable attorneys' fees, costs, and expenses, including the reasonable attorneys' fees, costs, and expenses incurred in any appellate action and in collecting or executing upon any judgment, order, or award. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts and by facsimile or electronic PDF, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which shall constitute one valid and binding instrument.
13. This Agreement is not effective until it is signed by the User’s authorized representative and then accepted and countersigned by the Fire Chief (or the Fire Chief’s authorized designee) on behalf of the District.
